under cold, running water, chopped

e ', cup dried cranberries or raisins

e 5 cup purple grapes, gently rubbed
under cold running water, chopped

e Vi cup red onion, scrubbed with
clean vegetable brush under running
water, chopped

e 2 Tablespoons vinegar or lemon juice

e 3, cup plain nonfat Greek yogurt or
low-fat mayonnaise

e 2 teaspoons sugar

e 2 Tablespoons sunflower seeds

e 3 slices bacon, cooked and crumbled
(optional)

Instructions
