e 1 cup of firmly packed fresh
parsley, gently rubbed under
cold running water, finely
chopped

e 3 garlic cloves, minced

e 2 teaspoons dried oregano

e Y1 cup vegetable oil

e 2 Tablespoons red wine
vinegar*

e V2 teaspoon pepper (optional)

e Vi teaspoon red pepper flakes

Instructions

1.Wash hands with soap and water.
